English Vocabulary:

1. Implore: to call upon in supplication: beseech; to call or pray for earnestly: entreat.
2. Exhort: to incite by argument or advice: urge strongly.

3. Comfort: to give strength and hope to: cheer; to ease the grief or trouble of: console.
4. Encourage: to inspire with courage, spirit, or hope: hearten; to spur on: stimulate.

The basic idea of Topakaheéw is to come alongside. Whether the person is imploring,
exhorting, comforting, or encouraging, they are coming alongside another person in order to
minister.

Although an exhortation can parallel a command (2™ Thess. 3:12), it is generally given instead of
a command (Philem. 8-10).
